The Journey

Someone acknowledged the other day having real diffi-
culty with the section of the journey we are presently in-
volved in. It's mostly Isaiah now and a little tedious to read
and understand. It was probably difficult for the generation
to which it was addressed. Attimes it had to be interest-
ing, though. When God ordered Isaiah to take off his
clothes and shoes for three years (Isaiah 20:1-6), his
preaching had to attract some attention. When Sennach-
erib marched on Jerusalem and woke up one morning to
find 185,000 of his soldiers had died mysteriously during
the night, it got his attention. It got mine, too. (Isaiah
37:36-37). There are little gems of truth scattered through-
out the writings of Isaiah. In 40:22 we are informed that
the earth is made in the form of a circle. That was not the
common theory until at least 2,000 years later. Isaiah
knew the truth because God revealed it to him and not be-
cause he had a telescope. Isaiah knew that a man named
Cyrus would bring the Israelites back home after their cap-

some interesting things indeed in Isaiah’s writings.
